2 Account for the stress pattern of the following words from the above list. You must write your answer in English.
Intoxicated   :  the suffix –ate gives a final pattern of 100.The –ed does not affect the pattern
volunteer   : eer  (eeC) is a stressed suffix, so we have 201. See recreate for secondary stress
recreate   : 2 syllable verbs in –ate have stress on last syllable   secondary stress is required on the first syllable to avoid an initial sequence of two unstressed syllables. The secondary stress cannot be on the second syllable because you don’t find two stresses in adjacent syllables.
recorded : inseparable prefix, gives 01 pattern for verbs and the weak ending ed doesn’t affect the stress pattern
residual : the ending ‘ual’ is stress-imposing - the primary stress fall on the syllable before the ‘ual’. The ending itself contains two syllables (at least in slow, careful speech) so the stress pattern is 0100.
3 Give the phonetic symbol corresponding to the pronunciation of the primary stressed vowel in the following words. Do not transcribe the whole word. In each case account for how this pronunciation can be explained by the spelling of the word.
Patience   [ ei  ]
By the rule delicious/patience, in structures  with i followed by another vowel in their final syllable, the stressed vowel is pronounced « alphabetically » if it is not an ‘i’.
Relic  [   e   ]

By the rule Logic/music, the stressed vowel in words ending « ic » is only pronounced « alphabetically » if it is a ‘u’.

Jesuit [ e  ]

By the rule mutual/casualty, the stressed vowel in words having  ‘u’ followed by another vowel in their last syllable are only pronounced « alphabetically » in the case of ‘u’.
Malicious  [  I  ]  Here again, we use the delicious/patience rule : only a stressed ‘a’ has an alphabetical pronunciation, so here the ‘i’ is short.
Tunic  [ ju :  ]  Here we use the logic/music rule. ‘u’ is the only stressed vowel with an alphabetical pronunciation in words ending with « ic ».
